• Salt Lakers reduced water usage by 2 billion gallons 

• Government is going to do more 

• Planting Trees helps to reduce water usage  

• 1,100 trees planted city wide and 1,000 extra trees on the westside 

• Increased tree planting by 100%  

• Tree Utah is helping with this this planting 

• If you see a tree that is struggling in a park strip, take action (they are community trees) 

• SL Public Utilities efforts and information for Water Conservation 

• Currently, we use on average about 147 gallons of water a day indoors in our homes. Bathing, 

cooking, laundry, toilets, shaving...L 

o Launching the 7-Gallon Challenge! 

o If every household uses 7 less gallons a day at home, together we can save 157 million
