6:50 PM City Council Report from Councilman Dan Dugan

e ADU restrictions and allowances are being considered. Likely outcomes may include
o Areduction in setback requirements for an ADU structure
o Allowances for increased height in exchange for increased setback
o Anincrease in the allowable footprint size
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o Loan assistance for construction of an ADU

o Arule requiring the property owner to live onsite

o No short-term rentals

The Affordable Housing Initiative is still developing.

o If they meet several specific provisions, new buildings are granted extra zoning
allowances if they make a percentage of the new units “affordable” or “deeply
affordable” and preserve the affordability for 30 years in the building deed.

The city is developing allowances and requirements for Homeless Resource Centers.
o A HRC could provide up to 200 beds in a building on a 3-acre lot within the city
A new bill at the state level would require Salt Lake County and Davis County to add at least one
HRC-type shelter each.
Salt Lake City has adopted ranked choice voting for our next election.
Preliminary designs for the Kensington Neighborhood Byways are complete
The environmental study will be done this fall, and the final designs will be announced

o Despite previous rumors, no parking along the byways will be eliminated
o Part of the plan is to create a suitable Foothill Drive crossing for bikes and pedestrians

The SLC city council denied a petition to adopt the Northpoint Small Area Plan. Itis a land use
plan for the land that is located between the Salt Lake City International Airport and the
northern boundary of the city along the 2200 West corridor.

Speeding on Harrison Ave between 1300 E and 1500 E could be addressed by turning the stop
signs on 1400 E so they stop traffic on Harrison Ave instead. Dan Dugan will look into that.

o Make progress toward closing the housing gap of 5,500 units of deeply affordable
housing and increase the supply of housing at all levels of affordability while reducing
overall water use and improving air quality.

Increase housing stability throughout the city.
Increase opportunities for homeownership and other wealth and equity building
opportunities for low to moderate income households.
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o The 45-day comment period will end April 16 and will be presented at a Planning
Commission hearing on April 26.
